Pavilion REIT posts better net profit of RVI466.91mil In FY25

KUALA LUMPUR: Pavilion Real Estate Investment Trust (REIT) posted a higher net profit of RM466.91 million In the financlal year ended Dec 31, 2025 (FY25) compared to RM409.92 million In the
preceding year.

It sald revenue also grew to RMS01.49 million from RM845.87 million In FY2024, contributed mainly by Pavilion Bukit Jalll, driven by higher occupancy rate and Increased Income generated
from Its exhibitlon centre, car park and advertising spaces.
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In the fourth guarter (4Q) of FY25, Pavillon REIT chalked up a better net profit of RM203.25 million compared to RM180.69 mlllion a year earller, whlle revenue climbed to RM232.09 miilion from
RM218.79 million previously.

The higher topline result was driven by rental Income from Banyan Tree Kuala Lumpur and Pavilion Hotel Kuala Lumpur, acquired on June 20, 2025, It sald.

"(The Increase was also due to) higher contribution Tfrom Pavllion BuKlt Jalll, driven by a higher occupancy rate and Increased Income from [ts car park and advertising spaces,” It sald.

Meanwhlle, In 2 press statement, Pavilion REIT sald It has achleved full-year distribution of 10 sen per unit for FY25, In line with Its commitment to providing regular and stable Income to
unitholders.

Commenting on the FY25 performance, Pavilion REIT Management Sdn Bhd chlef executive officer Datuk Phillp Ho sald the company was encouraged by the strong close to the year, supported
by reslllent retall demand and the poslitive contribution from thelr expanded portfollo.

"We remaln focused on strengthening asset performance, enhancing shopper experlences and malntalning prudent cost and capltal management to support sustalnable long-term growth," he
cald.

On prospects, Pavillon REIT sald the company remains cautlously optimistic, supported by resllient domestic consumption, Visit Malaysla 2026 tourlsm campalgns and a continued focus on
asset enhancement, partnerships and operational efficlency to drive portfolio performance.
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
